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Wholesale Interconnection/ Local Interconnection Services




Local Access and Transport Area (LATA) Infrastructure Mileage Initial Transport (LIMIT)

LATA Infrastructure Mileage Initial Transport (LIMIT) applies to Local Interconnection Service (LIS) Direct Trunked Transport (DTT) facility requests greater than 50 miles in length where existing facilities are not available in either Party’s network to meet this request.  Depending on the terms and conditions of your Interconnection Agreement or applicable Amendment, Qwest may pass on a portion of the facility cost to you when Qwest does not have available facilities in place. 

To determine when LIMIT applies, Qwest will refer to your Interconnection Agreement and will use the Vertical & Horizontal (V&H) coordinates for the mileage measurement between the Competitive Local Exchange Carrier (CLEC) Point Of Interface (POI) and Qwest Secondary Location (SECLOC).  When LIMIT applies, your Qwest Service Manager will coordinate a meeting between you and Qwest Engineering to discuss and negotiate options.  Since the LIS DTT facility request is greater than 50 miles in length, you will be expected to provide effectively half of the LIS DTT facility.  Dependent on terms and conditions of your Interconnection Agreement, the following options may be considered: 

· Construct transport to the mid-point

· Lease facilities from a third party for transport to the mid-point

· Request that Qwest build the entire route.  You will be billed for half of the cost of construction for the facility.

· If the parties cannot agree, they may bring this matter before the Public Utilities Commission (PUC).

If you agree to provide transport to the mid-point, you will need to sign a Letter Of Acceptance to start Qwest construction.  During the negotiations, a decision will need to be made to cancel the existing Access Service Request (ASR) or to change the order interval to match the construction completion.  If the original order is not canceled, Qwest will provide you an ASR confirmation reflecting a new “Ready for Service” date based on the mutually agreed upon mid build timelines.
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
