SPOP LATA Map Instructions
WARNING – SLRN may be in affect on your local trunk groups -

Conversion to SPOP may result in traffic pattern changes
Access and Local Tandem LATA Map Instructions
· SPOP requires trunking to every Access Tandem in the LATA

· You may not need a trunk group to the local tandem:

If you are only serving customers in this Local Tandem Area using a LRN that is outside of the Local Calling Area and;

You do not have a full NPA-NXX and;

You exchange less than one DS1 or less than 512 BHCCS worth of traffic to the local tandem and you are not using ARLRN but normal (default) routing 

· You may still want a trunk group to the local tandem for your originating traffic to Qwest and other A-Record Holder Providers in the Local Calling Area

· Use each diagram as a template

· Copy all, paste into new PowerPoint document

· Rename with your ACNA and LATA number in space provided on Map
· Enter the customer name and ACNA on all LATA Map pages
· In top left box:

· Enter full NPA-NXXs assigned to switch

· If no full NPA-NXXs, may request ARLRN for Local Tandem (http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/clecs/slrn.html)
· In Center box titled LERG SWITCH enter 11 character CLLI code

· This is always the PSL- Primary Switch Location on the ASR page
· Only one PSL per switch per LATA is required in the LERG

· In the Center box titled POI/ACTL CLLI enter the  POI/ACTL CLLI code

· This is the ACTL on the ASR page

· If POI/ACTL CLLI Is owned by another OCN, LOA must be provided

· For Local Tandem

· If Existing POI/ACTL CLLI – Identify the POI/ACTL CLLI

· If Need New POI/ACTL CLLI – Identify City Name for the POI/ACTL CLLI
· In lower left hexagon, titled ACTUAL SWITCH CLLI & POINT CODE

· Enter actual switch CLLI from SHA screen in the LERG

· Actual switch CLLI is always the CSL

· LERG switch CLLI and actual switch CLLI may be the same if the actual switch is in the same LATA 

· If this is the case, PSL=CSL

· Enter the point code

· There is 1 point code per switch

· Point code information is entered on the CSPC field on the TRUNKING page of the ASR

· Enter a single, double-headed arrow from the POI/ACTL CLLI box to the access tandem circle (see DEOT below to navigate around DEOT box, if necessary)
· Label double-headed arrow lines with a text box to identify the type of requested trunks, for example “2W SPOP COMBINED” 

· Also enter quantity of trunks requested in text box, for example “24 2W SPOP COMBINED”
OR

· Enter 2 double-headed arrow lines from POI/ACTL CLLI box to each Access Tandem circle on the page, if present

· Label top line 24 2W SPOP IXC in text box

· Label bottom line 24 2W SPOP Local/Intra in text box

· Replace “24” with the quantities of trunks you are requesting
· In the Local Calling Areas box on the right-hand side of the page, where your arrow is pointing, highlight each locality you will be doing business in
· Change font color to red for each locality you plan on serving.
· Refer to the SPOP LATA Maps Examples 2-28-08 for an illustration.
DEOT Instructions
· If DEOT not requested/required, delete DEOT title and expanding text box from diagram

· In DEOT requested, move DEOT label and expending text box to some appropriate place on the diagram.

· In Center box labeled “DEOT”

· Place cursor in expanding text box, and enter

· End office CLLI

· Quantity of trunks

· Directionality (2-Way, One-Way, etc.)

· Trunk Type (PH, DF, IH, etc.) 

· The DEOT overflows to the tandem to which it homes.  Ensure that the tandem information reflects that the group can receive overflow (AF).

EOWLTF Instructions
· If EOWLTF not requested/required, delete EOWLTF pages from your document

· Complete EOWLTF diagrams for each specific End Office as described in the Access or Local Tandem instructions

· For example, place a text box on the arrow between your POI and the End Office and show the quantities and types of EOWLTF trunks requested.

· Quantity of trunks

· Directionality (2-Way, One-Way, etc.)

· Trunk Type (DF) 

· The EOWLTF does not overflow.
Please delete all Instructions pages, and unused LATA Map pages before submitting you diagrams to you Service Manager by email.

Special Hints:

· If you copy text from one box, on one page to an identical box on a subsequent page, the paste defaults to 18-point Arial font
· Highlight all of the odd-sized text and change the font size to Arial 12
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
