Interconnect Mediated Access (IMA) offers two electronic methods for CLECs to conduct business with CenturyLink—XML and GUI. 

XML is an Application-to-Application exchange of business information. It is an alternative to paper, fax, and phone-based transactions such as purchase orders, invoices, and order confirmations.

This guide discusses why you might select IMA XML and addresses some necessary considerations before making that decision.

Benefits of XML
XML has the following benefits:

· It uses clearly specified data fields and formatting.

· It is an efficient Application-to-Application exchange of data.

· It reduces paper handling and storage from manual processes.

· It can eliminate the need to enter service request information into multiple systems.

· It allows for automation of your systems.

Requirements for implementing XML
XML can be beneficial to CLECs with high-volume sales and a fully mechanized ordering process. 

The following items are necessary for an XML environment:

1.  Internet Access

2.  An XML translator to convert internal data to conform to a nationally standardized format that is recognizable by a partnering XML external entity

3.  Ability to submit transactions via a Web Service and to receive responses over the open connection.  If a CLEC chooses to have CenturyLink Push notice responses to them, the CLEC must implement a fully functional Web Service.
