To begin populating, place your cursor in the field and begin typing your entry.  If more than the allowed number of characters is entered in a field, an error message will pop-up advising you that “The value you entered is not valid.”  Click “Retry”, check LSOG for the allowable character length, and re-enter.  You can move to another field by using the “Tab” or physically moving your cursor to your next entry (fields that are shaded gray are not accessible).
