Item 1 – Fiber to the Internet
This item creates a new type of account at the request of a company in order to allow them to bill their Wholesale customers a new product offering: Fiber to the Internet. The account will allow billing of monthly Facility Access, as well as data usage charges that may be associated to a circuit.

Documentation change only. There is no requirement to establish the new type of account, or the corresponding data usage records with implementation of BOS V55. 

 Item 2 – Composite Terminating End Office Charge (CTEOC)

This item creates a new value of: Composite Terminating End Office Charge (CTEOC) associated to the FCC Order (11-161). CTEOC has been added to the existing data elements for End Office Element and Wireless End Office Element. Additionally, a new adjustment phrase code has been created in order to adjust charges related to CTEOC:

Documentation change only. There is no requirement to utilize the new data element value or the corresponding phrase code with implementation of BOS V55.

Item 3X – Created Unbundled Transport Usage Detail Record for CRIS Usage that is Identified as Local Usage

This item serves to eliminate the out of balance condition that is being caused when usage is passed from CRIS for a UNE bill that is identified as Local Usage. IABS needs to create the 10-39-05-00 record for that usage in order to eliminate the out of balance.

 Affects UNE processing; IABS currently produces the 10-39-05-00 record. However, Local Usage was not included in the original UNE process design since that particular usage type was not identified as billing on a CRIS UNE account.

Differences in the records or data elements specific to UNE-P (Type of Account J) and unbundled loop (Type of Account N) are listed separately and uniquely identified.

Note 1: For UNE-P (Type of Accounts J) and Unbundled Loop (Type of Account N) accounts produced in the Eastern region, the amount reflected in Monthly Charges Total (position 137-147) on the 10-05-12-00 record may not match the CSR Account Total (position 62-72) amount on the 40-15-35-00 record if orders removing service (Disconnect and From order types) have been completed during the current bill cycle.  The originating system does not produce the bill data for a CKT (unbundled loop) or TN (UNE-P) that has been disconnected, therefore no bill CABS BOS records (10 series) can be created.  The Monthly Charges Total will include the prorated (fractionalized) monthly charge for the service that has been removed.

This information is provided as a courtesy to our customers who expect the two totals to match.  Please be aware there is no requirement in the CABS/BOS documentation that requires a cross-balance between bill and CSR data.

Note 2: For UNE-P (Type of Account J) accounts produced in the Central region, the appearance of the USOC SUS (suspension of service at customer’s request) may result in the amount reflected in Monthly Charges Total (position 137-147) on the 10-05-12-00 record not matching the CSR Account Total (position 62-72) amount on the 40-15-35-00 record.  The difference between the two amounts is due to the monthly rate reflecting the full rate for the CSR and ½ rate (the suspension rate) for the bill.  The amount shown in the Monthly Charges Total matches the amount present on the CRIS paper bill.

Note 3: For UNE-P (Type of Account J) in the Western Region, the 10-30-10-00 record will contain 0’s for the OC&C Heading element (positions 77-126) when the OCC&C Heading Identifier element (positions 77-76) is a TN as the telephone number is not being provided by the originating system with the OC&C detail.  The TN will not be provided in the Eastern Region for those accounts which have only a single line (a TN will be provided in the 10-30-10-00 record for multi-line accounts).

For Unbundled Loop (Type of Account N) in all three Regions, the 10-30-10-00 record will contain either the Circuit-Id or the literal ‘UNBUNLED SERVICES’ in the OC&C heading element (position 77-126) when the OC&C Heading Identifier element (positions 72-76) is CLS as the Circuit ID is not provided by the originating system in the OC&C detail.

Note 4: For UNE-P (Type of Accounts J) and Unbundled Loop (Type of Account N) accounts the Invoice Number (positions 62-76) on the 10-25-05-00 Detail Balance Due Record will be populated with the default value of spaces because the originating billing system does not provide the bill detail by invoice number.  Additionally, the data elements of Detail Payments Applied (position 128-138) and Detail Adjustments Applied (position 139-149) will always be populated with zeros.

Note 5: For UNE-P (Type of Account J) and Unbundled Loop (Type of Account N) in all three Regions the Service Established Date (SED) passed in the 40-15-05 record for a left-handed FID (i.e. TN, CLS, CKL) may be greater than the SED value passed in the 40-15-10 record for the associated USOC.   BOS edit CER150500.01 which states the SED on the 40-15-05 (for the left-handed FID) will be less than or equal to the SED on the 40-15-10 (for the USOC) will not be enforced for UNE accounts.
