1) If you plan on taking your fiber cable into a new or existing central office collocation you must show the specific C-POI manhole number as one end point of your overall route.  In order to include that information on your drawing, you will need to follow the Collocation Application process before submitting this PDR Request.  The C-POI information is provided to you from CenturyLink once your Collocation application is in process in this Wire Center.
2) It is strongly recommended that you show specific CenturyLink manhole numbers for both your starting point and end point of your requested innerduct route.

3) If you do not know the specific CenturyLink manhole numbers you should strongly consider using the CenturyLink product of Viewing CenturyLink's Outside Plant Records in order to determine the specific manhole numbers for your starting and end points (A and Z locations).

4) If your need is to enter into a 3rd party (non-CenturyLink) owned building you need to know that CenturyLink's responsibilities end at the property line of that building. You need to work with the building owner to determine the availability of their infrastructure from their building out to the property line and the CenturyLink manhole that serves their building.
