Certification of Service Eligibility Criteria

A. The undersigned Requesting Carrier certifies that the following service eligibility criteria will be satisfied on each request to convert from Private Line/Special Access circuits to Unbundled Network Elements or provision new combinations that involve high capacity (DS1 and DS3) transport and high capacity (DS1 and DS3) loop Unbundled Network Elements between CenturyLink QC and Requesting Carrier.

1.) Requesting Carrier certifies it has state certification of authority to provide local voice service in the area being served, or in the absence of a state certification requirement, has complied with registration, tariffing, filing of fees, or other regulatory requirements applicable to the provision of local voice service in this area.
2.) Requesting Carrier certifies that each circuit to be provided to each End User Customer will be assigned a local telephone number prior to the provision of service over that circuit.  Requesting Carrier certifies that each DS1 circuit will have at least one (1) local telephone number assigned and each DS3 circuit will have at least twenty-eight (28) local telephone numbers assigned.  The origination and termination of local voice traffic on each local telephone number assigned to a circuit will not include a toll charge and will not require dialing special digits beyond those normally required for a local voice call.  Requesting Carrier may satisfy this requirement to initiate the ordering process for a new EEL circuit by certifying that it will not begin to provide service until a local number is assigned, and Requesting Carrier hereby so certifies.
3.) Requesting Carrier certifies each circuit provided to each End User Customer will have 911 or E911 capability prior to the provision of service over that circuit.  Requesting Carrier may satisfy this requirement to initiate the ordering process for a new EEL circuit by certifying that it will not begin to provide service until 911 or E911 capability is provided, and Requesting Carrier hereby so certifies.
4.)  Requesting Carrier also certifies the following additional circuit-specific architectural service eligibility criteria:  
a) Each circuit (whether multiplexed or not) provided to an End User Customer will terminate in a Collocation arrangement that has been established pursuant to Section 251(c)(6) of the Act; and  is located at a CenturyLink QC Premises within the same LATA as the End User Customer’s premises when CenturyLink is not the collocator; and is not at an Interexchange Carrier POP or ISP POP location.  Each circuit provided to an End User Customer will terminate in a Collocation arrangement that is located at the third party’s premises within the same LATA  as the End User Customer’s premises when CenturyLink is the collocator. 
b) Requesting Carrier has arranged for the meaningful exchange of traffic which includes hand-offs of local voice calls that flow in both directions.  At a minimum, each DS1 circuit will be served by an interconnection trunk in the same LATA  as the End User Customer served by the EEL.  For each twenty-four (24) DS1EELs or the equivalent, Requesting Carrier must maintain at least one (1) active DS1 interconnection trunk for the exchange of local voice traffic.  Each circuit to be provided to each End User Customer will be served by an Interconnection trunk over which Requesting Carrier will transmit  the Calling Party Number (CPN) in connection with calls exchanged over the trunk.   If the CPN is not exchanged over an interconnection trunk, that trunk shall not be counted towards meeting these criteria.
c) c) Each circuit to be provided to each End User Customer will be served by a Class 5 switch, or other switch capable of providing local voice traffic.  Requesting Carrier certifies their switching equipment is either registered in the LERG as a Class 5, or that it can switch local voice traffic.  

B. CenturyLink has the right to validate any certification provided by Requesting Carrier to CenturyLink, including this Certification.  In order to confirm reasonable compliance with these requirements, CenturyLink may perform audits of Requesting Carrier’s records according to the guidelines outlined in the existing interconnection agreement and/or amendment.
C. The person signing this form on behalf of Requesting Carrier is a duly authorized representative of Requesting Carrier.
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
