GENERAL SECTION

1.1
This guide describes the Local Response (LR), which includes the Firm Order Confirmation (FOC), Cancel, Error, Reject, and Jeopardy notification fields contained in CenturyLink™’s Interconnect Mediated Access (IMA), both the XML and Graphical User Interface (GUI) versions.  The LR is provided to CLECs who utilize CenturyLink’s IMA system, (either the XML or GUI version) and is forwarded to the CLEC in response to a request for local products/services.

The LR provides the CLEC with relevant order information, including but not limited to, order number(s), due date(s), telephone number(s), circuit identification(s), error, reject, and/or jeopardy code(s)/descriptions, etc. associated with the CLEC’s request for service.

CLECs who manually fax LSRs to CenturyLink will receive a FOC as described in the Firm Order Confirmation – Manual (FOC) LSOG at http://www.centurylink.com/wholesale/clecs/lsog.html.

1.2
When a LR is issued in response to a firm order LSR, its issuance signifies CenturyLink’s good faith effort to provide the local service as ordered by the customer on the matching version of the referenced LSR form.

1.3 The LSOG Local Service Ordering Overview contains complete criteria for placing orders in the “Ordering Criteria Matrix” and a “Product Groups Table” identifying the products that may be requested.  This document is accessed from the following Web site http://centurylink.com/wholesale/clecs/lsog.html.

LR FORM DESCRIPTION

2.1
FIRM ORDER CONFIRMATION

The LR form provides the customer with the information necessary for control and tracking of the applicable request(s) for the provisioning of local service (i.e., telephone numbers, circuit identification information, order numbers, due dates, etc.). This information is considered to be the Firm Order Confirmation (FOC).  Additionally the LR form acknowledges the receipt of a cancellation from the CLEC.

2.1.1 FOCs are sent in response to a CLEC-generated transaction.  A positive entry in the RTR field of the LSR form defines the CLEC’s expectation in regard to request notification. The FOC acknowledges to the CLEC that CenturyLink:

· has received their request for service

· created a CenturyLink service order

· and established a due date for their request

2.1.2
In conjunction with the LR form, the REQTYP field on the LSR form will reflect the provider’s mechanized order processing indication that a Service Inquiry or Firm Order Confirmation has been processed.

2.1.3 LOCAL RESPONSE (LR) FORM
Included at the end of this document is a form with numbered fields to correspond with the Field Numbers within this document.  This numbered form is intended as a guide when using this document.

· OBF fields which are “Not currently used by CenturyLink” and shaded gray to indicate they are not to be used

· CenturyLink-specific fields necessary to process your request
2.2
ERROR/REJECT/JEOPARDY

2.2.1
The LR form provides the customer with the information that prevents an order from being completed and released.  This information is considered to be an Error Notification for non-fatal error conditions and a Reject Notification for fatal error conditions.

The LR form also provides the customer with information regarding facility problems or other impacts to meeting the scheduled due date of a service order.  This information is considered to be a Jeopardy notification.

2.2.2 Errors and Rejects are sent in response to a CLEC-generated transaction.  The Error and Reject Notification acknowledges to the CLEC that CenturyLink has determined that the request is either incomplete, incorrect, or the detail provided by the CLEC does not allow CenturyLink to process the request.

Reject notifications are only sent in those situations that are published in the Ordering Overview Product Catalog (PCAT) on the CenturyLink external web site in the ordering overview section and in some individual Product PCATs.

All notices:
· Define the type of notice being sent.

· Provide an error, reject, or jeopardy reason.

2.2.3
Error, Reject and Jeopardy Notifications are not based on the REQTYP field on the LSR form since they are CenturyLink initiated.

2.3
COMPLETION

2.3.1
The LR form provides the customer with the information associated to a completed order.  This information is considered to be a Completion Notification.

2.3.2      The Completion Notice (CN) also referred to as “Completion Response” in IMA (Interconnect Mediated Access) GUI (Graphical User Interface) and IMA XML (Extensible Markup Language) and is a Post-Order function. 
2.3.3
The CN is created at an LSR level (PON/Version (VER)).  When a single LSR requires multiple service orders for processing, the CN will reference and provide information for each service order. If CenturyLink processes multiple service orders for an LSR, the CLEC or Reseller will receive one CN per PON/VER.

2.3.4
The CN is returned to the CLEC when a LSR received through IMA GUI or IMA XML is provisioned.  CenturyLink may divide the LSR into multiple internal CenturyLink service orders.  A CN will be provided upon completion of all internal CenturyLink service orders for a given PON. 

2.3.5 
The CN provides CLECs and Resellers with CenturyLink LSR and service order information, including but not limited to USOCs and FIDs in the Service and Equipment (S&E) section.  Only the USOCs and FIDs which represent changes, deletions or additions to the local service are returned on the CN when this information is available to CenturyLink’s IMA systems.  If any of the information is not available, a message is returned and will be provided on the CN indicating service order information is not available.

2.3.6
There is no form applicable to the CN. The CN is an electronic notice for Post-Order functionality and is available for IMA GUI and IMA XML users.

2.4
FACLITY BASED DIRECTORY LISTINGS (FBDL) NOTICES

2.4.1      The LR is created at an LSR/PON level and provides the customer with a status for every LSR (PON) successfully submitted via IMA GUI/XML.

2.4.2      The LR provides Confirmation and/or Error Codes at the LSR (PON) level and at the directory listing level.  

2.4.2      An Initial LR is returned to the CLEC when a LSR is successfully submitted through IMA GUI or IMA XML.  A Subsequent LR will be provided on all orders with a PON status of Accepted with Change (AC) for each DL that did not successfully update as denoted on the Initial LR. Subsequent LRs are returned the next working business day after the Initial AC status was received.

2.4.3
An Initial LR that receives an RF status will remain in a rejected status for 10 calendar days.  This allows the CLEC to correct errors and resubmit the LSR using the same PON.  IMA will return a BPL error if an attempt is made to resubmit the LSR/PON after the 10 calendar day timeframe. 

2.4.4
